Blanc, both in the writing and in the listening; is a quest for emotions triggered by cinematographic music, not that it might be a soundtrack but rather that it evokes imaginary scenarios. And this approach is stamped with the sensitivity and passion of singer-songwriter Stephan Crestani.

In March 2000 he met Romuald Deschamps. and together, after various musical experiences , they created Blanc.
 
Rather than championing any artistic position based on the latest musical trends, they first started writing the songs and then modeled and sculpted them, shaping them in their own original way, remaining loyal to their own particular rock aesthetic. 

If white is the sum of all colors of the light spectrum, then this group’s music is the sum of all the qualities a music lover listens for - sensitivity, harmony, energy, and above all, beauty.

In June 2003, thanks to the arrival of Cyril Montereau, Aleksander Angelov and Julien Bourel, these compositions found their fundamental form.
A few months later, the swedish label Exergy hears the band’s demos and decides to give a go to the release of a first album.
Blanc moves straight to a recording studio in Paris and records the 11 songs that will become their first album. Produced by the band and Patrick Buret, “Le long des lignes” (“Along the lines”) give the listener’s imagination free range, playing mischievously on many different levels :  enchanting carefreeness (Les aléas), solitude (Le long des lignes) , acceptance (Laisser faire), or even the mystical, eternal struggle between the heart and reason (Je respire)… These are just some of the lyrics landscapes along the voyage of this first album. The arrangements are subtle and the sound is (very) heavy. Great guitars, nice vocals, great melodies... well make up your own mind...
Last but not least, Capitol records hear the finished album and jumps in the train a few days after the album’s completion, signing the band for the rest of the world. Which sounds like a fairytale if you consider that some of Blanc’s fave artists are all signed to Capitol (should we mention the Beatles, Coldplay and Radiohead ?)
A first ep, “Les aléas” is going to be released in France through Capitol early june while the Exergy pressings of the album will hit the swedish stores in may. 

A voyage that seems both universal and extraterrestrial...
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
